MINUTES OF MEETING

1. Present:

2. Directors report:
Phil presented the Directors report to the meeting – see attached report.
Winston moved acceptance of the report adding his congratulations to the chair on the report and work through the year. Seconded Vicki.


3. Financial report:
Sue tabled a letter from the Auditors (ODV Accountants) which stated “We advise that our above audit is almost complete. However, one query in particular we have been unable to clarify before the date of your meeting…”
”To date, there is nothing that signifies any problem with the accounts; we merely wished to advise why a completed audit report is not available for the meeting.” 

Sue explained the query mentioned in the letter related to a sum of a few hundred dollars variance in the current earnings/retained earnings amounts between June 2001 and June 2002.

Sue reported that AICAFMHA had benefited during the 2002 financial year by the injection of a significant amount of funds attributable to success in securing the Commonwealth funded COPMI Project. Sue also noted the pleasing increase in income generated by membership fees from ~$2000 in 2001 to ~$8000 in 2002 due in part to the increase in fees from $22 to $55 during this time.

ODV Accountants will again be retained to perform the 02/03 audit.

4. Directors positions:
Phil declared that the board positions for ACT and NT would be filled by Merrie Carling and Beth Walker respectively. Phil extended a welcome to the board to each of them on behalf of sitting board members.

Phil further stated that the results of the election for the QLD director position would be announced at the December board meeting.

Phil was please to announce that the result at this time would mean that for the first time, the AICAFMHA board would have full representation with each state and territory of Australia represented.

5. Question time:

Sue provided a breakdown of membership by state with Queensland having the highest percentage of members followed by NSW, Vic and SA. The board noted that the high QLD percentage was likely due to the previous two conferences held there.

Winston, as patron, congratulated the board and chair on their work. He feels the association has come together in a steady way with a good foundation due to the efforts of the board.

Phil noted Winston’s constant encouragement and support.
