Two national organisations concerned with promoting good experiences in early life have joined forces to organise this meeting.

The National Investment for the Early Years (NIFTeY) is an advocacy group that began in 1999 and aims to highlight the importance of early years experience for the rest of the life course, and the role that parents, communities and governments can play to ensure this period is as rich as possible. NIFTeY's principles relating to the importance of supporting families with young children in early life are increasingly being incorporated in a range of government policies and programs at state, territory and commonwealth level. Abstract Guidelines

Papers are requested for Keynote addresses, Sessions, Workshops and Poster presentations.

· Abstracts must not exceed 250 words – Ariel 12 point on an A4 sheet with margins of 2.5 cm

· State the conference title and dates

· State the presentation type eg Keynote or session paper, workshop, poster

· State the proposed theme relevant to your paper eg “The Effects of Stress in Early Childhood”

· State your title in bold.  This should be followed by the author(s) name(s), qualifications, organisation, address, telephone, facsimile and email contact details

· State the aim of the presentation and the key issues to be covered. (Please do not include tables, diagrams or footnotes)

· Abstracts should be submitted as a MSWord Document in IBM compatible format

· Abstracts should be emailed as an attachment.
