Keynote Speaker

Professor Graham Vimpani

Professor Graham Vimpani is head of the Discipline of Paediatrics and Child Health at the University of Newcastle and head of community child health services within the Child and Youth Health Network in Newcastle.  He has a background in community paediatrics and a longstanding interest in promoting child development through social justice and early intervention strategies that address the support needs of families with young children.  His research interests have spanned childhood injury prevention, child protection, the impact of lead on child development, the evaluation of home visiting, health outcomes in adolescent boys and the links between socio-economic inequality and child health.  As well as being a member of several national paediatric committees, he is Chairman of the Board of NIFTey Australia (the National Investment for the Early Years).  A cross-sectoral advocacy body designed to promote greater awareness of the importance of the early years of life and a member of the Ministerial Partnership for the Stronger Families and Communities Strategy and the Australian Council for Children and Parenting.  He was a member of the Steering Committee of the Australian Research Alliance for Children and Youth.

Dr. Ken Armstrong is a Senior Paediatrician with the Royal Children’s Hospital and District Health Services working within Community Child Health;  Senior Paediatrician to the Prince Charles Hospital and District Indigenous Health Unit;  Associate Professor in the Department of Paediatrics and Child Health, University of Queensland and Honorary Fellow in the Department of Health and Behavioural Sciences, Griffith University.

Associate Professor Armstrong teaches undergraduate and graduate students in medicine, psychology, early childhood and nursing.  His research interests are normal infant and early childhood behaviour and its impact on families, and modes of delivering health services that address the needs of the most vulnerable families in society.  His recent research has focused on the healthy psychological development of infants and enabling disadvantaged families and urban indigenous families to achieve this.

Dr Noel Hayman

Dr Noel Hayman graduated in medicine from the University of Queensland, and was one of the first Aborigines to complete the medical curriculum at this University.

He subsequently received his MPH, and was appointed a Fellow of the Australasian Faculty of Public Health Medicine, of the Royal Australasian College of Physicians in 2000.

Dr Hayman’s current position is Manager of the Indigenous Health Service, QEII Hospital Health Service District.  His interest areas include improving indigenous access to mainstream health services and medical education, including teaching of Aboriginal Health Workers.
