Submission of Abstracts

Abstract Layout 

The abstract should be:

· no more than 500 words in length 

· single spaced

· left and right margins should be 25 mm 

· text should be in Times New Roman font 12 point

· title of the of your paper in 14 point bold

· name and professional title to follow abstract text

· contact details including email 

The abstract should clearly identify:

· Objective or purpose of the research study, project or case study

· Outline of the research study or project including methodology, summary of results and outcome or implications for child and family health practice.

Abstract for consideration are required as:

· 2 hard copy of abstract for proposed presentation (no more than 500 words) 1 hard copy is to be without presenter’s name, professional position, or contact details to enable peer-review.   

· a copy on diskette or email must be in Microsoft Word format
Places for these presentations are limited and acceptance of abstracts for presentation will be at the discretion of the Tresillian Conference Content Committee. Submitted abstracts will be peer reviewed in a blind evaluation process. 

Presentation requirements

Sessions will be of 20 minutes maximum and additional time will be allocated for questions.

Presentation equipment will include a slide projector and overhead projector. If special or additional equipment is required it may be at the expense of the presenter.

Notification

We will mail notification of acceptance at the end of October.

Publication of Abstracts

All accepted abstracts will be published in the Conference Book. These abstracts may be used to promote the Tresillian Family Care Centres 2003onference.

Please note: all concurrent presenters will be required to register for the conference. However they will only need to pay the early bird fee.
