The “Signs of Safety” approach to working 

with families 

A 2 day workshop presented by Andrew Turnell

Andrew Turnell is an independent social worker and brief family therapist.  Child protection work is Andrew’s primary focus and has published in the area. This workshop will introduce the “Signs of Safety” approach to child protection casework.  This approach focuses on the question, “How can the worker actually build partnerships with parents in situations of suspected or suspected child abuse?”  This is a safety-organised, solution-building approach to child protection work, expanding the assessment of risk to encompass signs of safety that can be built upon to stabilize and strengthen the child’s and family’s situation.  A format for undertaking comprehensive risk assessment – assessing for both danger and safety – will also be presented.  The training will be focused on actual case material and time will be set-aside for case consultation with workshop participants.
